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Section Four: Additional Recommendations and Contingency Plans 

17.0 Additional Recommendations 

17.1 Protection of VHI site H7821-0125, & Associated Bluestone Feature during 

Development Works   

It has been determined that VHI site H7821-0125 and a newly identified/associated historic bluestone 

feature (See Figure 15 for location) are located outside of the boundaries of all proposed sub-surface and 

above ground works associated with the facilitated campground, and as such they will not be adversely 

affected by these works. 

 

However, to ensure that these historic bluestone features are not impacted by vehicle traffic associated 

with the proposed works activities, it is recommended that temporary/demountable fencing be established 

around these features (including a buffer zone of ~2.0m around each feature) during the period when 

work vehicles may potentially be operating in the area. 

 

17.2 VHI site 7821-0118: Consideration of De-listing 

This sites original mapped location was identified during preliminary research to be outside the proposed 

works areas. 

 

During the field survey carried out on January 15, 2021, H7821-0118 was not able to be located. Ground 

visibility was good in this area of the site, and given the ephemeral nature of this site as originally recorded 

it seems unlikely that it marks the location of a significant archaeological deposit. It is recommended that, 

Heritage Victoria make a notation in the Hermes record for this site to this effect, and or consider de-

listing this VHI site. 

 

17.3 Mitigation of Harm: Foreshore Area 

Methods to mitigate the impact of increased visitor numbers on the coastal foreshore and shoreline in the 

vicinity of the proposed Coastal Campsite, such as temporary fencing to allow the increased growth of 

native vegetation along the foreshore area (north of campsite), and clarification of designated beach access 

paths should be considered. These mitigation methods are unlikely to have a negative impact on any 

historical archaeological deposits that may be preserved here (as detailed in section 10.4); and could 

protect the area from erosive forces. 

It should be noted; that as any mitigation methods in this portion of the site could impact Aboriginal 

cultural heritage any decision regarding mitigation methods would need to be made in consultation with 

the RAP (Bunurong Land Council Aboriginal Corporation). 

 

18.0 Contingency Plans 

18.1 Contingency Plan - Discovery of Aboriginal Cultural Heritage  

Under Section 36 of Aboriginal Heritage Act an application may made to an approval body for a cultural 

heritage permit authorising the person to carry out an activity that will, or is likely to, harm Aboriginal 

cultural heritage. In conjunction with the RAP (Bunurong Land Council Aboriginal Corporation); A 
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Cultural Heritage Permit is currently being prepared for the proposed works, subject to outcomes of on-

going consultation with the RAP. 

Any conditions in an approved cultural heritage permit/or CHMP are enforceable under the Act. and 

must be complied with during any historical archaeological investigations; specifically: 

• Monitoring/investigation of historical (non-Aboriginal) archaeology cannot commence until 

statutory approval in the form of a Cultural Heritage Permit/ or CHMP, for the proposed works, 

has been approved by the RAP; and 

 

• Monitoring/investigation of historical (non-Aboriginal) archaeology will potentially be subject to 

conditions of an approved Cultural Heritage Permit or CHMP. 

 

18.2 Contingency Plan - Discovery of Suspected Human Remains 

If any suspected human remains are found during any activity, works MUST cease. The Victoria 

Police and the State Coroner’s Office should be notified immediately. If there are reasonable grounds to 

believe the remains are Aboriginal, the Coronial Admissions and Enquiries hotline must be contacted 

immediately on 1300 888 544. This advice has been developed further and is described in the following 5-

step contingency plan. 

 

Any such discovery at the activity area must follow these steps. 

1. Discovery: 

a) If suspected human remains are discovered, all activity in the vicinity must stop; and 

b) The remains must be left in place, and protected from harm or damage. 

2. Notification: 

a) If suspected human remains have been found, the State Coroner’s Office and the Victoria Police 

must be notified immediately; 

b) If there are reasonable grounds to believe the remains are Aboriginal Ancestral Remains, the 

Coronial Admissions and Enquiries hotline must be immediately notified on 1300 888 544. 

c) All details of the location and nature of the human remains must be provided to the relevant 

authorities; and 

d) If it is confirmed by these authorities that the discovered remains are Aboriginal Ancestral 

Remains, the person responsible for the activity must report the existence of them to the 

Victorian Aboriginal Heritage Council in accordance with Section 17 of the Aboriginal Heritage Act 

2006. 

 

3. Impact Mitigation or Salvage: 

a) The Victorian Aboriginal Heritage Council, after taking reasonable steps to consult with any 

Aboriginal person or body with an interest in the Aboriginal Ancestral Remains, will determine the 

appropriate course of action as required by Section 18(2)(b) of the Aboriginal Heritage Act 2006; and 

b) An appropriate impact mitigation or salvage strategy as determined by the Victorian Aboriginal 

Heritage Council must be implemented by the client. 
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4. Curation and Further Analysis: 

c) The treatment of salvaged Aboriginal Ancestral Remains must be in accordance with the direction 

of the Victorian Aboriginal Heritage Council. 

5. Reburial: 

a) Any reburial site(s) must be fully documented by an experienced and qualified archaeologist, 

clearly marked and all details provided to Aboriginal Victoria; and 

b) Appropriate management measures must be implemented to ensure the Aboriginal Ancestral 

Remains are not disturbed in the future. 

Additional considerations 

a) Do not take any photographs without the express request of the State Coroner’s Office; and 

b) Do not contact the media.

handover of food and other items. Within this fenced area was also a shed (since removed) 
which housed a trough and incineration equipment. 

The former isolation compound Administration building is essentially two buildings under one 
roof. Running transversely along the front of the building is the main structure which housed 
three bedrooms, an office, and a doctor and nurses dining room. All the rooms open onto an 
open air corridor, since enclosed – refer to Figure 165 -which separates the main structure 
from a smaller structure, which housed the kitchen, pantry and scullery. At each end of the 
corridor are small wings projecting off the back of the front section, each of which housed a 
bath and a WC. Two fenced yard areas were also accessed from the open air corridor. A path 
originally led to the smaller of the two intermediate structures. 

The wider isolation compound, which also included a kitchen (Building 26) associated with 
Building 25, was further surrounded by a high corrugated galvanised iron fence, a remnant 
of which is still extant as the side wall to Building 27 (see site map on right-hand side of 
Figure 175). In 1920, a complex of twelve isolation huts (present Buildings 35-38 and 40- 
46) were constructed to the south of the main fenced isolation compound. In 1921 a 
combined Mortuary and Laboratory (Building 67) was constructed within the ‘inner’ isolation 
area. 

When the Army moved onto the site in 1951 and set up an Officer Cadet School, this building 
was used as the Regimental Medical Centre and First Aid Post. The partial removal of walls 
between some of the former bedrooms, the alterations to the front verandah, and the 
partially glazed lining of the open air corridor may date to this period of use. From c.1986 
the Army School of Health used the building as the administration building for its dental 
health school. At some stage two of the exterior doors to the façade have been removed and 
infilled with weatherboard.
